
MEDH 4301 – Honors Medical/Health Humanities in Spain (2026)
Final Project Guidelines and Submission Checklist
Due Date: Sunday, June 7 at 12:00 PM (Central Time)
Submission Platforms: Brightspace (BrSp) and ScholarWorks
(Students enrolled in the B-3 version of this course should complete all assignments in Spanish.)
Primary Objective of the Final Project:
The overarching goal of this project is to cultivate emotional intelligence through sustained engagement with poetry and the visual arts encountered in Spain, thereby fostering the intellectual and affective capacities essential for flourishing in the Medical/Health professions. More specifically, students will engage with psycho-philosophical concepts captured in the arts and reflect critically on their relevance to clinical practice and humanistic care.
I. Field Notebook (30 points)
Students will maintain a handwritten field notebook documenting their engagement with course materials, including poetry and visual art encountered throughout the program.
The notebook must include:
· A. Poetry Selections
Ten poems (or excerpts of at least 10 lines), ideally corresponding to course sessions. Each entry should be clearly labeled (#1, #2, etc.).
· B. Thematic Reflections (Poetry)
A minimum of five sentences per poem analyzing its thematic content.
· C. Visual Art Documentation
Twelve images of artwork viewed in Spain (e.g., postcards or printed reproductions), physically attached to the notebook.
· D. Reflective Commentary (Art)
A minimum of five lines per artwork reflecting on its meaning, aesthetic qualities, or impact.
· E. Integrative Reflection
Brief reflections connecting the above materials to the development of emotional intelligence in clinical or caregiving contexts.
II. Documentary Video (30 points)
Students will produce a short documentary film reflecting their intellectual and creative engagement with the course.
Requirements:
1. Incorporation of at least four course-related themes
2. Inclusion of at least one poem (from the course or independently selected)
3. Demonstration of creative and varied use of lighting, music, sound, and visual perspectives
4. Submission to both:
· Brightspace (as a backup submission)
· ScholarWorks (for public dissemination)
5. Duration: 12–15 minutes
B. Specific Requirements:
The documentary must address either explicitly or implicitly the following questions:
1. _____ Which four course themes most influenced your project, and in what ways?
2. _____ Which four artistic works (poems and visual artworks) were most significant, and why?
3. _____ What was the central theme of your documentary, and how did you use cinematic elements (lighting, sound, music, visual composition) to convey it?
4. _____ How does your project relate to the concepts of Medical/Health Humanities studied this semester?

IV. Promotional Materials (10 points)
To be submitted after the bibliography of the Capstone Paper and uploaded to ScholarWorks:
1. Documentary Summary (150 words)
A concise description of your film suitable for publication on ScholarWorks and inclusion in an academic E-poster.
