Descripción del curso, prerrequisitos y modalidad
Los estudiantes examinarán diversos temas en el campo de las humanidades médicas, incluyendo las concepciones de salud y enfermedad, las profesiones médicas, la ética, las instituciones sanitarias, así como la provisión y el acceso a la atención médica. Declaración filosófica 
En este curso, se le anima a participar en todas las lecturas, discusiones, y debates en español y en inglés. Objetivos del curso
Este curso interdisciplinario, experiencial, y bilingüe tiene cuatro objetivos:
1. Ampliar el conocimiento y la apreciación de las artes hispánicas (de la poesía a la pintura), con especial énfasis en perspectivas interculturales y el pensamiento crítico.
2. Fomentar la inteligencia emocional, incluyendo la percepción, la compasión y la conciencia de uno mismo y de los demás, mediante el estudio de las artes.
3. Profundizar en la comprensión del campo de las Humanidades Médicas y profundizar el conocimiento de los temas sociológicos y psicofilosóficos que inciden en los profesionales de la salud y en los pacientes.
4. Desarrollar habilidades de pensamiento creativo mediante el estudio del arte, tanto dentro como fuera de los museos, y de la poesía en las discusiones de clase.

c) materiales de promoción para el documental

Justificación del curso
La pandemia de COVID-19 puso en primer plano el bienestar de los profesionales de la salud. Surge un interrogante central: ¿cómo responden emocionalmente los médicos y los enfermeros al sufrimiento ajeno y propio? Existe una paradoja: se educan en el “arte” de la medicina y el cuidado empático. Pero, frente al agotamiento extremo y el trauma, pueden desconectarse emocionalmente como mecanismo de autodefensa. Esta desconexión plantea preguntas éticas y psicológicas profundas: ¿Cómo se procesa el trauma? ¿Y cómo se puede empatizar con los pacientes si los propios profesionales no comprenden su propio dolor? Este curso aborda el fenómeno del entumecimiento psíquico mediante el análisis de poesía y de arte emocionalmente provocadores, con el fin de reflexionar sobre su relevancia en el ámbito de la salud.

Uso de la IA
La inteligencia artificial conlleva ventajas y riesgos. Puede servir como herramienta de apoyo para mejorar la escritura y la investigación. Sin embargo, no debe sustituir el pensamiento crítico ni la creatividad, que deberán crecer gracias a este curso y a las visitas a museos en España.

Course Objectives: This interdisciplinary, experiential course has four objectives: 1) To expand students’ knowledge and appreciation of Hispanic arts (from poetry to paintings), with a special focus on cross-cultural perspectives and critical thinking. 2) To foster emotional intelligence, such as perception, compassion, and conscious awareness of oneself and others through an intense exposure to the arts. 3) To expand students’ understanding of the field of Medical/Health Humanities and to heighten their awareness of sociological and psycho-philosophical (as opposed to purely concrete and physical) topics confronting healthcare providers and the sick today. 4) To cultivate creative thinking skills by studying both art in and outside of museums and poetry during class discussions. Students will further foster and exhibit their creative thinking skills by creating a) a video documentary project “The Art and Poetry of Emotions”; b) an accompanying 7-8 page essay; c) a handwritten travel field- notebook, containing musings on class content and cultural visits; d) and promo material for the documentary.

Course Rationale: The COVID-19 pandemic brought to the forefront of our minds the pressing issue of the well-being of healthcare providers. One pertinent mental-health topic is how clinicians react emotionally to patients and to themselves as they observe and experience suffering. At the heart of the issue lies a paradox. Providers are schooled in the “art” of medicine and to practice an ethos of care built on emotional connections. However, during a pandemic when clinicians experience extreme physical exhaustion and the trauma of witnessing suffering on a massive scale, they might remain “checked out” as a form of self-protection. Objectivity, logic, and statistics can also trump feelings since an emotional connection with patients could translate into an inability to perform optimally. Yet, emotionally connected providers may have a placebo effect, as they assuage patients during recovery and encourage resilience and healing. In addition to these complex topics, it is not clear what happens to healthcare providers themselves if they are disconnected from their patients and from themselves. How do they process traumatic experiences—such as witnessing suffering, dying, and the associated moral questions—if they remain disconnected emotionally? How can they engage empathically with a patient if they struggle to understand emotionally (feel empathy for) their own traumatic experiences? In metaphorical terms, how can they help a patient in states of suffering if they themselves have experienced a type of psychic numbing? Do these questions simply point to a philosophical enigma, or do they assume an ethical dimension as well? This course aims to address the issue of psychic numbing by exposing students to emotionally provocative poetry and art and requiring them to imagine how that psycho-philosophical content relates to healthcare. After all, ideal healthcare emphasizes interpretation, reflection, and imaginative engagement with others.

COURSE DROPS 
According to UTRGV policy, students may drop any class without penalty earning a grade of DR until the official drop date. Following that date, students must be assigned a letter grade and can no longer drop the class. Students considering dropping the class should be aware of the “3-peat rule” and the “6-drop” rule so they can recognize how dropped classes may affect their academic success. The 6-drop rule refers to Texas law that dictates that undergraduate students may not drop more than six courses during their undergraduate career. Courses dropped at other Texas public higher education institutions will count toward the six-course drop limit. The 3-peat rule refers to additional fees charged to students who take the same class for the third time.
